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CLACKAMAS JUNIOR BASEBALL BYLAWS
ARTICLE I: Name

This organization shall be known as Clackamas Junior Baseball. Our name changed from Sunrise Junior Baseball in 2001. Sunrise Junior Baseball was established when Happy Valley Baseball merged with Sunnyside Baseball in the 1980’s

Clackamas Junior Baseball hereinafter referred to as the “Organization” This organization is and shall be known as, a non-profit organization. The Board of Directors shall annually comply with any and all state and federal statues and regulations in order to continue as a non-profit organization under state and federal law
ARTICLE II: Purpose
Section I
The purpose of Clackamas Junior Baseball an independent association is to teach the game of baseball and provide equal opportunity to play the game of baseball, to all youth residing within the geographical boundaries of the organization. To promote and govern the game of baseball among Youths and to establish uniform rules applicable to Youth Baseball within the Organization area consistent with the principles of the Oregon Junior Baseball Association and other affiliates.
Section II

The Objective of Clackamas Junior Baseball is to teach baseball skills and strategies while promoting sportsmanship, fair play and team work. Our most important goal is to ensure that all participants have fun while playing. Coaches, board members, parent and player must conduct themselves as examples of these objectives.
Section III 

The purpose of Clackamas County Junior Baseball Association is the parent organization of independent youth baseball associations located throughout Clackamas County, Marion County, and Washington County, Oregon. Clackamas County Junior Baseball Association is under the umbrella of Junior Baseball of Oregon. 
Section IV
The purpose Junior Baseball of Oregon, Inc. “JBO” is a non-profit organization formed to provide an opportunity for Oregon youth from ages 9-16 to participate in an organized baseball experience. The “JBO” organization is made up of separate Districts, and local Associations. Junior Baseball of Oregon is administered by elected officers, Commissioners from Districts, and At-Large Commissioner. These administrative members are responsible for the overall governance of the organization including activities such as establishing rules for player participation, league formation, game play, etc.

ARTICLE III: Authority

The Organization shall be operated in compliance with the Bylaws, as approved or amended. The bylaws shall be enforced and interpreted by a body known as the Board of Directors, hereinafter referred to as the “Board”. The Board shall be delegated the responsibility of deciding all matters pertaining to the Organization affairs, including, but not limited to the discipline of players and coaches in the organization.
ARTICLE IV: Boundaries 
The boundaries of the organization shall be within the Clackamas High School District.  Happy Valley, Sunnyside, Oregon Trail, Spring Mountain, Mount Scott, Clackamas Elementary schools and Sunrise Junior High. The Board may include additional areas as it deems appropriate in order to assist in the organizations purpose.

ARTICLE V: Membership
Section I

The Youth membership of this Organization shall be by individual players, and all players are eligible for membership.  Application of players desiring membership in this Organization shall be submitted in writing to the Board in the format prescribed by the Board.  All applications shall be accompanied by an annual fee established by the Organization, payable to the Organization.  Acceptance by the Organization of the foregoing shall constitute approval of the application, and the then member shall abide by the rules and regulations of the Organization.  Consideration will be given to waiving player’s fee for youth desiring to play baseball who are unable for financial hardship reasons (players qualifying for school lunch program).
Section II
The amount of the player fee shall annually be determined by the Board and shall be disclosed to all potential Organization players prior to their registration.

Section III 
The Organization shall provide secondary insurance for each player listed on the roster of a member team

ARTICLE VI: Organization
Section I
The Executive Board shall have the right of decision on all matters pertaining to Organization affairs. The Executive Board will conduct the business of the Organization. The voting members of the Executive Board will consist of President, Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary, Registrar, and Area Head. The General Board includes: All Head coaches and the Chairs of the following committees:

Fundraising
Uniforms
Equipment

Field Coordinator
Umpire Coordinator

A person occupying more than one position may only cast one vote. At the discretion of the president chair positions may or may not be filled, new committees may be created and staffed in order to better accomplish the goals of the Organization. Chairs of these ad hoc committees do not become voting members of the Board unless agreed to by the majority of the current Board.

Section II
Elected Members of the Executive Board shall be elected by the General Board. They shall serve for Two (2) Year, with half of the positions being elected on alternating years. The President, Secretary and Register on even years, the Vice President, Area Head and Treasurer on odd years. After serving the designated term the elected member may choose to continue, unless an individual identifies himself or is nominated for the vacancy.  In this case an election will occur.  
An Executive Board Member, a General Board Member, and any Coach may be removed by a majority vote of the Executive Board Members.  

Section III – EXEUTIVE OFFICERS AND DUTIES

A) PRESIDENT:  This Member shall supervise all activities of the Board.  This Member will serve as Chairman at all organization/Board meetings. This member shall be the ex-officio head of all committees, and appoint other special officers as required. The member shall represent the Organization or appoint a representative to attend all meeting as required by affiliates organizations or organizations. This member shall call General meetings and Executive boards meeting as need arises, or as required by the By-laws, or when requested by a majority of Organization members. This member shall have voting rights.
B) VICE-PRESIDENT: This member shall assume the duties of the President position in his/her absence and otherwise assist the president as required. This member will be responsible for coordinating Tournament activities for the member teams and for scheduling coaches’ clinic and assisting in improving the quality of coaching for the Organization.

C) TREASURER:  It shall be this Board Member’s responsibility to keep financial records on all monetary transactions, including all incoming and outgoing monies.  This Member shall keep an accurate, informative, timely and verifiable record of all monies received and disbursed by the Organization.  This Member shall maintain a checking account with signature authority by the President and Treasurer, or the Secretary in the President’s absence.  This Member shall complete and file any and all required State and Federal tax documents.  This Member shall issue a financial statement and be prepared to assist in any audit of the Organizations financial records.
D) AREA HEAD:  This Member will attend all county area head meetings.  They will serve and vote in the best interest of the organization.  They will relay information from the meetings to the organization.  Other duties may include game and field scheduling.
E) SECRETARY:  This Board Member shall attend to and file all correspondence, record and prepare all meeting minutes to be read or distributed at subsequent meetings. This member shall notify all Board Members on all matters pertaining to meetings.  This member shall notify the membership of the annual general meeting.
F) REGISTRAR:  This Member shall be responsible for certifying birth dates of all Organization players for inter-organization and championship competition.  This Member shall maintain an up to date file on all players, teams and coaches.  This Member shall be responsible for the distribution of all pre-season registration information and shall coordinate all registration activities. Birth Certificates shall be provided if requested.
Section IV – GENERAL OFFICERS AND DUTIES
A) UMPIRE COORDINATOR:  This Member shall coordinate with the county Umpire Managers to insure umpires for all home games of the Midget, Junior and Seniors Divisions.  This Member will coordinate compensation for said umpires.  This Member shall recruit umpires and make information available to interested parties concerning umpire clinics offered by other local area organizations who have invited the Organization to attend.  This Member is responsible for securing equipment and uniforms for Organization umpires.  
B) EQUIPMENT CHAIR:  This member shall be responsible for the acquisition, dispersal and maintenance of the equipment.  This member will be responsible for arranging for storage of all Organization uniforms during the off season.  This Member will provide the President with an equipment inventory at the completion of the playing season.

C) FIELD COORDINATOR:  This Member shall be responsible for selection, negotiation and acquisition of all baseball fields to be used by the Organization for practice and games and shall be responsible for arranging that such fields are properly prepared for baseball use.  This Member is responsible for all equipment needed for preparation, maintenance and field set-up.  This member is responsible to return field equipment to storage facility in the off season.

D) FUNDRASING:  This Member shall be responsible for all fundraising activities excluding collection of registration fees.  This member is responsible to organize team pictures as part of the Organizations fundraising efforts.

E) UNIFORMS: This Member shall be responsible for the acquisition, dispersal and maintenance of the team uniforms.  This member will be responsible for arranging for storage of all Organization uniforms during the off season.  
ARTICLE VII: Meetings
Section I
A quorum of the General Board shall consist of 5 (five) voting members of the Board plus the acting Chairman.  Voting by the General Board will only occur when a quorum is present. The Executive Board may decide on matters in the best interest of the Organization. A quorum for the Executive Boards shall 4 (four) members.
Section II
Meetings of the Board shall be held as needed at a time and place specified by the President or by a majority vote of the Board provided each Member shall be notified at least seven (7) days in advance.  The order of business shall be as follows:

Section III
The rules contained in the current edition of ROBERT’S RULES OF ORDER NEWLY REVISED shall guide the Organization in all cases in which they are applicable and in which they are not inconsistent with the By-laws and any special rules of order the Organization may adopt.

ARTICLE VIII: Fiscal year
The Fiscal year of the Organization shall begin and end on January 1.

ARTICLE IX: By-Law Changes

Section I
Changes of amendments of these By-Laws may be effected at any General Membership meeting by simple majority vote of the members present.

Section II
A proposed change or amendment to the By-Laws must be submitted in writing to the Membership at least two weeks (fourteen days) prior to the vote.

Section III

Any case in which these By-Laws are in conflict or become in conflict with the Oregon Junior Baseball Association By-Laws, the Organization By-Laws shall be amended by the Board to eliminate the cause of conflict.

ARTICLE X: Player Registration, Proof of Age 
Section I

Players shall be registered annually on forms approved by the Board.  The Organization may require proof of each player’s age.

Section II
After filing of the team roster, coaches shall not permit a player to play in any game unless the player is properly listed and assigned by the Registrar/Team Coordinator to a team roster.

Section III
Teams will be organized by the age and player ability and will play in the age division specified by the Oregon Junior Baseball Association.
ARTICLE XI: Player Assignment
Section I

T-Ball: Players will be assigned to teams by the Registrar or T-Ball coordinator. Coach request is allowed, but is not a guarantee of team assignment. Teams will be made of equally skilled players. Team should be of equal number of Kindergarteners and First graders. All player must be 5 years old prior to the start of the season and in Kindergarten.

Section II 
Transitional: Players will tryout and a draft process will determine player assignment. Coach request is allowed, but is not a guarantee of team assignment. Teams will be made of equally skilled players. All players must be in second or third grade. Exception for first and fourth graders will be made only with the approval of the Executive Board. The exception must be for the benefit of the Organization not individual players.
Section III 

Midget: Third and Fourth Grade

Junior: Fifth and Sixth Grade

Senior: Seventh and Eighth Grade

Each level has age guidelines set by the JBO. The Executive Board may allow players to be assigned based on birth date when it is in the best interest of the Organization.
Team assignments are based on tryouts and proceeding Draft. Coach request is allowed, but is not a guarantee of team assignment. Players will be divided into Three Skill levels known as National, American and Federal. Federal level is the highest skill level with in an age group.
Section IV
Cubs: Ninth and Tenth Grader

Executive Board may establish Cub level team(s) when it is in the best interest of the Organization.
Section V
Tryouts will consist of skill evaluation in throwing, catching, and hitting. Additional skills may be assessed as the Board deems appropriate. For Midget, Junior and Senior a minimum of two tryout opportunities will be given.

Section VI
Draft; The Executive Board shall assign players to all Federal teams prior to the establishment of American and National teams. American teams will be established prior to National teams. 
ARTICLE XII: Team Size

Section I
Team shall consist of:

T-Ball

Max. 14 / Min. 10

Transitional
Max. 14 / Min. 11

Midget

Max. 13 / Min. 12

Junior

Max. 13 / Min. 12

Senior

Max 13 / Min. 12

The Executive Board may deviate from the player numbers by a majority vote, when it is in the best interest of the associations. The total number of teams at a level shall be determined by the Executive Board.
Section II
A waiting list shall be established when team maximums are exceeded. The Board will determine the maximum number of teams/players annually. Players shall be drafted from the waiting list in order of date and time submitting of registration form. The Executive Board may deviate from waiting list order by a majority vote, when it is in the best interest of the association.
ARTICLE XIII: Athletic Policy

Section I

Except for disciplinary reasons or injury, every player present and in Organization uniform shall play the amount if innings deemed by the Oregon Junior Baseball rules of that particular year. Additional requirements may be established by a vote of the Executive Board.

Section II
All games other than those played within the membership of Oregon Junior Baseball association must have prior approval of the Board. The Organization will not be responsible for any injured player in an unauthorized game. Members of the Organization will participate under Clackamas Junior Baseball By-Laws at all events when representing Clackamas Junior Baseball Association.
Section III

The participation of a non-registered team player during league games is not allowed and shall result in a forfeit. The participation of a non-registered Clackamas Junior Baseball player in non-leagues games are prohibited without the majority vote of the Executive Board. Such action shall be consider a violation of the coaching contract.
ARTICLE XIV: Transfer of Players

Section I
Under no circumstances may a coach or other team or Organization representative approach an Organization player with the objective of inducing him or her to leave a team.
Section II
T-Ball and Transitional players from previous season may be shuffled to new teams to create an equal balance of skill between teams

Section III

Transfer of players between teams after the draft is prohibited. The Executive Board may transfer a player by a majority vote, when it is in the best interest of the association.
ARTICLE XV: Coach Assignment
Section I

Coach assignments will be established by the Executive Board. 
Section II
Coaches shall:


Attend regular Clackamas Junior Baseball meetings.

Attend annual conduct and sportsmanship training.
Attend annual baseball skills and technique training.

New coaches submit and pass personal background check, renewed every other year.

Ensure that the game is organized and played for the Kids. 

Adhere to all policies and procedure written and unwritten that govern Clackamas Junior Baseball activities.

Section III
Submit a coach’s application form each year. Application/Agreement outlines expectations to include but not limited to:
Take responsibility for the conduct of coaches, player, parents and fans. Coaches shall provide training and information consisted with the purpose of the organization.
Carry medical permission forms at all functions. Ensure injured players get immediate medical care.

ARTICLE  XVI: Discipline
Section I

Organization Code of Conduct shall be part of the registration form. This form shall be signed by player and parent/guardian.

Section II
Coach contract shall be signed by all head coaches. 
Section III
Upon receipt of phone, email and written complaint and if investigation by the Board establishes that by the actions or words or failure to take action a coach, player, parent or fan is using methods inconsistent with the principles of sportsmanship, gentlemanly conduct and fair play, upon a simple majority vote of the Executive Board, a Organization coach or player may be removed from the roster of his team and denied the coach or playing privileges of the organization. Parent and/fan misconduct shall result in disciplinary action, as stated above.
Section IV
Complaints or concerns that may results in discipline shall be in writing. Complaint shall include: coach, player, umpire, opponent, parent/fan if applicable, when, a detailed account of situation or issue. Person in which a complaint is filed shall be required to provide in witting their account of the situation or concern. A plimenary explanation shall be allowed by phone.
Section V
Discipline may include but not limited to: oral warning, written reprimand, game(s) suspension. Players and/or Coaches may be removed from a team roster for disciplinary reasons or other reason satisfactory to the Executive Board by a majority vote. The Executive Board shall impose discipline as to assist in the purpose of the Organization.
Section VI
The Executive Board shall consider a written appeal of discipline from a coach, player, umpire, parent or fan. Before the Executive Board takes final action on a written complaint, the individual(s) that discipline is proposed may request a meeting the Executive Board.
ARTICLE XVII: Uniforms and Equipment
Section I 
The Organization is responsible for the purchase and disposition of all uniforms and equipment for each playing season. Individual team members may purchase uniforms at their own cost. Sponsorship names, Logo or statements are prohibited from uniforms.  All uniforms shall be approved by the Executive Board.
Section II

The Transitional, Midget, Junior and Senior team uniform shall consist of: one (1) Organization jersey, (1) pair paints, (1) hat and (1) belt.  Uniforms will be issued by the Organization for each player.  Entire uniform is to be returned at the end of the playing season with the exception of the player’s hats.  All T-Ball players will receive a t-shirt which they can keep at the end of the season.  

Section III
No player of a member team shall be permitted on the field of play without a proper Organization uniform.  Catchers will be required to wear protective cups.

Section IV

Player will be responsible for returning their uniform to their coach within seven (7) days after their last game. Uniforms will be returned to the Uniform Coordinator within fourteen (14) days after the playing season, at a date and time specified by the uniform Coordinator. Uniforms shall be cleaned prior to being returned. Coaches will be responsible for returning all assigned uniforms.
Equipment will be returned to the Equipment Coordinator within fourteen (14) days after the playing season, at a date and time specified by the Equipment Coordinator. Uniforms shall be cleaned prior to being returned. Coaches will be responsible for returning all assigned equipment.

ARTICLE XVIII: Fund Raising
Section I

Any and all fund raising drives must be approved by the Executive Board and will be chaired by the Fund raising Chair or his/her appointee.
Section II
Members of the Board shall not use Clackamas Junior Baseball Organization for personal financial gain. In a conflict of interest the Board member shall abstain from voting.

Section III

Sponsorship of a member team by a business, service or professional organization shall be allowed, so long as it is in keeping with the objectives of the Organization. In the case of sponsorship for the purpose of an individual member or team, the Organization shall receive a portion of the donation. It is necessary for the Non-profit Organization to receive a portion of a donation to facilitate a tax donation. The Executive Board shall determine the portion of the donation to the Organization.

Section IV

Individuals, business, services or professional organization may contribute cash or equipment to the Organization. The Board shall decide the manner in which said contribution will be acknowledged by the Organization.

ARTICLE XIX: Budget
The Organization shall adopt an Budget Annually. Non-Budgeted expenses must have the authorization at a meeting of the Executive Board where a quorum is present
ARTICLE XX: Indemnification
The Organization shall indemnify members of the Executive Board, Board and coordinators with reference to any threatened pending or completed civil proceeding if said member of the board or coordinator is made a party to civil proceeding by reason that he or she is or was a member of the boards or coordinator acting in good faith on behalf of the Organization at the time of the event or events complained of in said civil proceeding. Said indemnification will include reasonable expenses incurred.

ARTICLE XXI: Dissolution
Section I

In the event of dissolution of this organization, all property consisting of real, chattel and other interest shall be held in trust by Oregon Junior baseball Association for a period of five (5) years.

Section II

In the event that this organization fails to reorganize within a period of five (5) years, the ownership of all property consisting of real, chattel and other interest shall be transferred to OYSA
